Goals (topics)

Consolidate the technical representation of the garments in compliance with the graphic language
of fashion.

Solidify the study of fashion's silhouette and sensitize the student to the communication matter
that it produces. Develop fashion representation knowledge through pose and attitude
representations. Relate its production with the moment of their experience as well as the various
information systems.

Learn to correctly master the various particular media of manual representation production.

Encourage the consolidation of a creative attitude in the domain of a personal graphics.

Programmatic contents / Programme

According to a fashion illustration perspective, 1it's proposed to produce a series of
illustrations with a specified purpose in existing markets. In order to fulfil that purpose a
series of exercises 1is executed which address the study of the clothed body through 1live model
classes.

In this context are required exercises on:

A - heads/busts with different postures and facial expressions;

B - heads/busts of different races;

C - body postures;

D - gestures and hand postures.

The study of the selected medium is developed according to precise technical specifications.

A sustained analysis of the various phases of the project and systematic questioning are an
integral part of the work.

Preparation of a portfolio.

Competencies to be acquired by students (topics)

Further representation of the human body.

Stimulate the discussion on the various fashion systems and its representation.

Perform a critical analysis of the types of representation, specific in fashion illustration,
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Understanding linear styling in illustration and strain, with particular emphasis on the body
and silhouette, postures and volumetric. Using the notion of counterpoint.

Provide an opportunity for in-depth study of a research topic and an investigation into a medium
selected by the student according to their interests and abilities of expression.
